BIG NEWS:  Lake Madrone will probably be dry this summer.

A lake cleanout is greatly needed because some areas in the heart of the lake are less than five feet deep.  The permitting process is going well and we have engineering consultants who have been very helpful in moving us forward with the project.  The plan involves lowering the lake as soon as water inflow allows and to keep the lake dry through October.  


The creeks will be diverted away from the center of the Lake so the soil can dry. The Berry Creek water flows will be channeled along the south side along the Kiddie Beach. This will allow fun water play in the stream, play in the sand and regular old “beach relaxation”.  Discussion on the routing and mechanism of handling the Galen Creek water continues.
