                  LAKE MADRONE BARK, MAY 2008

BIG NEWS:  Lake Madrone will probably be dry this summer.

One permit remains before we can proceed with the cleanout:  You will    know as soon as the Board Members know.

A lake cleanout is greatly needed because some areas in the heart of the lake are less than five feet deep.  Once the final permit is obtained the plan involves lowering the lake, as soon as water inflow allows, and to keep the lake dry through October. Digging would begin as soon as the soils are dry enough to support the digging equipment in the heart of the lake. 


The creeks will be diverted away from the center of the Lake so the soil can dry.  Berry Creek water flows will be channeled along the south side along the Kiddie Beach. This will allow fun water play in the stream, play in the sand and regular old “beach relaxation”.  


ACTIVITIES WILL TAKE PLACE AS THEY HAVE IN THE PAST WITH THE EXCEPTION THE JULY 4TH POTLUCK.    In view of the heat and likelihood of a dry lake it is suggested folks have dinner at home or bring their own picnic dinner to the Ski Beach area.  The dance will take place starting at 8pm. BITS FROM THE BOARD

New Well: The Board’s main role is maintenance of our water system and they continue to be diligent in keeping our system current.  The State of California strongly recommends a backup well source.  We were successful in drilling a third well and the Board is working on hooking it up to our existing water system.

Fire Scene:  The critical importance of 100-foot clearance around each home was driven home by the Southern Cal. Fires.  Added emphasis will be placed on this concept via a door-to-door campaign in targeted areas.  With this neighbor-to-neighbor approach we hope to improve the chance of our community surviving a fire. FREE LOCAL CHIPPER: The chipper is currently available to help you deal with brush cleared from your property.  Brush must be stacked properly for the chipper crew. Call Ron Sanford at 589-1034 for details and scheduling the chipper.  CALL RON BEFORE CUTTING AND STACKING BRUSH as chipping may be suspended early this season if the fire danger is too great.


Brush Burning:  A PERMIT IS REQUIRED AFTER May 1st and can be obtained at Harts Mill Fire Station #62. Burning is to be done on your property.  BEFORE BURNING YOU MUST CHECK TO SEE THAT IT IS A “BURN DAY” BY CALLING 896-2537.

Landscaping:  

Thanks to the Landscape Committee and the Cookout Crew eleven new picnic tables have arrived and the installation process has begun.  A group of volunteers will be needed at the memorial holiday community workday to complete assembling the tables.  Please volunteer through Bodil as she assigns work groups.

 Donations for this project also came from the Memorial Fund, the Labor Day Yard Sale, and the Raymond Family. 

Tree Removal:  Two large trees that fell in the Lake this winter have been removed.  Additional tree removal will begin soon in the haul road area west of Galen Creek Bridge back in the area where we plan to put spoils from the lake cleanout.  There will be lots of firewood available for the taking.  Check with Bodil if you would like some of this wood.

Paving:  Repaving of Toyon Trail is planned.  Final arrangements are being made with property owners regarding their plans for private driveways/curbs.  Check with Bodil if you have any questions about the paving project.
Dumpster etiquette:  Board members have approved delivery of a large dumpster for community use.  The purpose of this action is for all homeowners to have the opportunity to utilize the dumpster to tidy up their home and property and to make our community more beautiful, eliminate safety hazards, and reduce fire risk. The community dumpster is NOT for disposal of a large amount of debris from one or two residences.   IF YOU HAVE A LARGE REMODELING OR BUILDING PROJECT SUCH AS REPLACING A DECK OR ROOF PLEASE GET YOUR OWN DUMPSTER.  Also please abide by the rules: No green waste/tires/TV’s/refrigerators/paints or flammable liquids.
