BITS FROM THE BOARD;

· LMWD Board Vacancies:  Two positions will be available this January as the terms for John Raymond and Roger Williams come to an end.
· These wonderful volunteers spend countless hours and a lot of effort in fact-finding, study, dialogue, and decision-making, all in the interest of keeping our lake a beautiful, fun and safe retreat.  Our deepest “thanks” go out to these two Board members and their families for their efforts and sacrifices:  We are most grateful!  
· Lake Cleanout:  Phase I, which is the spoils site preparation, is completed.  Lake dewatering began July 27th.  Work in the lakebed itself began August 3rd.  Gate I roadway may need to be blocked with equipment during weekdays: There will be a sign at the gate indicating you need to enter the Lake at Gate 2.    Work may continue until late October.  The Lake will remain empty until significant rains refill it. 
· If you have a concern about  any aspect of the cleanout project please bring it to the attention of a Board member (phone numbers on kiosks) or talk with Danny Oxford, our onsite overseer, or Bodil.  
· BEWARE; with the lake down there are areas of deep, thick mud that act like quicksand.
· Fire Safety:  We are at high risk for wild land fire this time of year.  Use extreme caution working around your residence: Work early in the day. 

 Leave any items that might ignite easily such as fabric cushions, wicker, brooms, or woven doormats, inside when you leave your cabin at the end of your stay. 

· Water Weeds:  Treatment for aquatic weeks will go on even with the Lake level down.  Several volunteers using backpack sprayers will focus on weeds growing in moist soil at the edges of the lake where necessary.  Soil removal will help with weeds in the heart of the Lake.  Monitoring for the resurgence of weeds is ongoing throughout the year:  Treatment will be applied when indicated.

· Dumpster:  A LARGE DUMPSTER WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE FOR COMMUNITY USE ON LABOR DAY WEEKEND.  Lake cleanout equipment will be in the area where the dumpster is usually located.  A small dumpster will be ordered for the cookout crew dinner trash.

· Landscape Committee:  Pam and Dave Crandall created their own fundraising endeavor for the Landscape Committee: T-shirt, cap, and visor sales with the words Lake Madrone monogrammed on them.  Their idea was a huge success and netted $1015.77 as a donation to the committee. This committee has been responsible for improvements such as tree planting and purchase and installation of new picnic tables.
· Also donating:  The Billson Family daughters and friends and the Crandall Family Granddaughters ran a lemonade stand at the Kiddie Beach and dance which cleared over $100 for donation to the Landscape Committee:  Great Job Kids, thanks!
