BITS FROM THE BOARD

Lake Cleanout:  LMWD Board members are progressing with plans to cleanout the heart of the lake. Contractors are being consulted about various techniques for removal of silt.  Before the Board can set a date to de-water the lake a decision must be made about the technique(s) that will be used for silt removal.  A notice will be placed on the web as soon as a decision is made.
Valve Platform Replacement:  Engineers are being consulted for information about how the old wooden platform and water outlet valve can be replaced so that we can manage water flows more effectively and have a safer platform for the operator.

Fire Protection Plan:  GREAT NEWS!  A multi-agency fire training exercise will take place at Lake Madrone on June 10th. Firebreak:  Letters have just gone out to land owners on the east side of the lake asking for participation and permission to proceed with creation of a shaded fuel break.  The project will be partially paid for by a grant awarded as a result of efforts primarily by Scott Owen and the assistance of the Fire Safe Council.

OTHER BITS;

Fire Safety:  Please begin to clean up your property NOW.  Make your home defensible and fire safe. Take advantage of “burn days” as soon as possible because they are often discontinued by June 1st due to increased risk of wildfire.  It is critically important to clean your gutters, under decks, and any debris around the edge of your home that can ignite and destroy your home. Duck Stickers/ Gate Card Keys/ Clickers:


All are available from Bodil.  The green and white duck stickers on windshields tell residents that your vehicle belongs in our community.  In this way neighbors can monitor vehicles that do not belong and thereby improve our security.


LOCK YOUR VEHICLES when not in use.  Do not leave valuables in an open pickup bed.

Dog Etiquette:  Your dog must be on a leash in the common areas such as beaches, ball field, and Lakeside Way.  Also be sure to pick up any droppings and dispose in garbage cans.  Please do not bring dogs to community events such as dinners, breakfast, and the children’s games held at the Ski Beach.


It is preferred that dogs not be brought to the beaches. Many children are fearful of dogs and while you know your dog is wonderful, the rest of us do not!  If you insist on bringing your dog to the beach then it must be a leash at all times and in your control.  Expect to be challenged if your dog is not on a leash. There have been several incidents and tolerance is minimal because the risks are high.
Dumpster Etiquette:  Please do not over-fill.  

-Don’t place tires, TV’s, chemicals, or electronics in the dumpster.

-Please pack the dumpster efficiently if you are among the first to use an empty one.  This is achieved by opening the end of the contained and walking your items in so you can stack them in the most condensed manner possible.
-Don’t use the community dumpster for your LARGE PROJECT(S) such as a deck or roof remodel…. get your own please!
Golf Carts/ATV’s/ Quads:  We are seeing more all the time because they are fuel efficient and enjoyable for transportation. Please use them for transportation, not for joy-riding.! We all share liability of the roadways and our roads are busy enough with routine traffic.  Unsupervised teens and any joy-riding individuals cause unnecessary risk, congestion, and annoyance for everyone.
