BITS FROM THE BOARD

LMWD Board members and leadership positions remain the same as last year.
Shaded Fuel Break Project:  This one mile long brush-clearing and tree trimming project around Lake Madrone has been completed. Rain and snow events made it difficult for crews to complete brush burning but we achieved our goals in the allotted time.  Now is the time for you to do your part in making our community “fire safe” by clearing brush, removing pine needles, and limbing up your trees.
Budget Workshops:  The Board has had several budget meetings.  They have been working on a 10 year budget.  Attention has been given to the major expense items such as aquatic weed control, dam repairs and maintenance, road maintenance, fire protection, the water system, and sediment.  Plans are to share findings and recommendations with the public at a LMWD meeting in late spring in order to get input from the community. The exact meeting date for the budget presentation is TBA in this newsletter and on bulletin board.
Aquatic Weeds:  A small algae bloom has shown up again this year and it will be treated as soon as possible.  The Board continues to support the constant monitoring and treatment for water weeds when they occur.
Winter Storm Damage:  Bodil has had her hands full this past winter with the number of snow events, high winds, and 65” of rain.  Lots of tree limbs came down with the heavy snow and several large trees fell temporarily blocking roads.  One tree fell in the lake undermining a small portion of the road on the south side of the lake:  Repairs are underway. 

OTHER BITS
Community Dumpster Rental:  (AKA BEAR PREVENTION)
Bears have been making a big mess raiding garbage cans which residents have left for garbage pickup Monday mornings.  In an attempt to stop the behavior of the bears and decrease the messy business of cleaning up after the bears Bodil has arranged a rental of a bear-proof dumpster where residents or weekend owners may pay for the privilege of using this disposal means.  The trial phase has worked out well and has significantly reduced time and effort dealing with the mess. The fee is $10 per month for year round residents and $5 for weekenders.  Currently Bodil is collecting fees monthly (not in advance please).  There is a combination lock so you are given the number when you participate.  Bodil is very hopeful that someone will volunteer to run this new endeavor.  We have a wonderful opportunity to decrease bear activity and thus encounters with people. We are also supporting a local business which recycles: A Win-win situation!  Talk to Bodil if you are interested in participating in this program.
Landscape Committee:
The Ricketts memorial bench was completed. It was beautifully done and well placed at the top of the beach.  The view is perfect.  The stone mason is an artisan to be sure! Trees have been planted near the bench and appear to be doing well.
History Wall:  A retaining wall near the basketball court is being planned.  The wall will contain “history bricks” with the family cabin name/dates for donors:  Each brick costs $100.  A total of $1,100.00 has been collected by Robert Rogers. A total of $7000 is needed to complete the project.  Robert will be back at the Lake in May.
