BITS FROM THE BOARD
Lake Cleanout:  LMWD Board members are progressing with plans to cleanout the heart of the lake. A contractor has been selected.   

        The date to begin dewatering the lake is July 15th.   If this changes we will post the change on the web and on the kiosks ASAP.  Soil removal may begin as early as August 3rd.  Please be sure to remove your boats, canoes, floats, shade tents, and beach chairs by July 15th.

METHOD:  Soil will be removed by a 5 yard steel bucket, which will sweep across the heart of the lake between two towers.  One tower will be located at “ the point” where the dumpster usually sits, while the other one will move from various points on the south side of the lake on Lakeside Way. As the steel bucket travels from the south to the north side of the lake, it will sweep down and scoop up 5 cubic yards of soil and move it to the waiting trucks on the north side.  The trucks will then haul it to the deposit site at the end of the haul road.  This process may begin as early as August 3rd and continue until the end of October.

 TRAFFIC WILL BE DIVERTED TO THE NORTH SIDE OF THE LAKE WHILE THE TOWERS ARE IN USE.  Bodil and the site coordinator will assist residents in dealing with parking issues.  Neighbors on the south side will need to be helpful and considerate with those who have no parking access when the tower is in front of their cabin: Please talk with neighbors and offer solutions if problems arise or if you have any extra parking space.  We will need everyone’s cooperation in making this a safe and successful cleanout.  Please drive slowly and safely.  Watch for heavy equipment on the north side as you go around.  Be patient with the presence and movement of large equipment.  Hopefully this will be the last “big” cleanout for many years.  
Valve Platform Replacement:  Engineers are being consulted for information about how the old wooden platform and water outlet valve can be replaced so that we can manage water flows more effectively and have a safer platform for the operator.

Fire Protection Drill:  A multi-agency fire training exercise will take place at Lake Madrone on June 10th.  You are welcome to come and observe the drill.
Firebreak:  Work on the shaded fuel break on the east side of Lake Madrone began May 15th.  A hotshot fire crew made a lot of headway in one day doing brush clearing as training for the work they do in front of an oncoming fire. Scott Owens was instrumental in getting this exercise at Lake Madrone. He is hopeful that they will be back for at least one or two more “practice” days in June.

Fire Safety:  Please clean your property NOW.  Make your home defensible and fire safe.  It is critically important to clean your gutters, under decks, and any debris around the edge of your home that can ignite and destroy your home.  Reflective street address signs are available from the Berry Creek Fire Dept or from Dennis Nay (589-3289, leave message). BURN PERMITS ARE NOW REQUIRED (after 5/1/09) and may be obtained at the local CDF Station or US Forest Service Office.

Duck Stickers/ Gate Card Keys/ Clickers:


All are available from Bodil.  The green and white duck stickers on windshields tell residents that your vehicle belongs in our community.  In this way neighbors can monitor vehicles that do not belong and thereby improve our security.


LOCK YOUR VEHICLES when not in use.  Do not leave valuables in an open pickup bed.

Dog Etiquette: The Lake Madrone Rules and Regulations state that: “Dogs are allowed on the roadways, beach areas, lawn areas and all District-owned property, only in the company of their owners who must be in possession of a leash.”

“In the beach and lawn areas, dogs must be on a short walking leash if other residents or their guests occupy the area.  Property owners will be held liable for all damages incurred by their animals.”

Editorial comment: It is preferred that dogs not be brought to the beaches.  Many children (and their parents/grandparents) are fearful of unfamiliar dogs and while you know your dog is wonderful, others do not. 

Residents have also asked me to remind folks; please do not bring dogs to community events such as dinners, breakfast, and the children’s games held at the Ski Beach.  Children are often darting about quickly which can startle a dog, and the leashes can can become a further tripping hazard for all ages.

Dumpster Etiquette:  Please do not over-fill.  

-Don’t place tires, TV’s, chemicals, or electronics in the dumpster.

-Please pack the dumpster efficiently.
-Don’t use the community dumpster for your LARGE PROJECT(S) such as a deck or roof remodel…. get your own please!

Golf Carts/ATV’s/ Quads:  We are seeing more all the time because they are fuel efficient and enjoyable for transportation. Please use them for transportation, not for joy-riding.! We all share liability of the roadways and our roads are busy enough with routine traffic.  Unsupervised teens and any joy-riding individuals cause unnecessary risk, congestion, and annoyance for everyone.
