Gate Security Changes:   BIG CHANGES COMING MAY 1st:  Gate entry will be achieved only by CLICKER or gate cards which you already have.  (Because the “card readers” are wearing out, we will no longer issue new cards.)

- The GATE CODE will be changed as of May 1st and will not be given out to residents: The code will be reserved for serial service agencies such as garbage and Propane companies.
